Mr. P. Tsagaan is a lawyer and was advisor to Mr. B. Chimid, the "father" of Mongolia's new democratic constitution, during its drafting from 1990-92. In subsequent years, he held the positions of Minister of Labor, Minister of Finance and Minister of Education in that order. When he was Minister of Finance, he played a major role in revamping Mongolia's banking system..

From 1995-96, The Asia Foundation gave him a fellowship to study constitutional law at George Washington University. After completing that, he returned to Mongolia where he became advisor to then-President Ochirbat from 1996-97.  After that, he took on the Finance and Education posts. He also worked as a Vice President of a private Mongolian consulting company. 

Tsagaan recently left government and established a non-profit  organization in Mongolia called Steppe Link. One of its objectives is to facilitate business and trade between the State of California and Mongolia. To that end, he will be signing an agreement with the Lieutenant Governor of California today in Los Angeles called the California-Mongolia Business Forum. 

In sum, Tsagaan has played and continues to play an important role in

Mongolia's transition from communism to a market-oriented democracy.
