Dr. Enrique Garcia is currently serving in his fourth 5-year term as President and CEO of the Andean Development Corporation (CAF -Corporacion Andina de Fomento). Recognized as one of Latin America’s leading international civil servants and public bankers, Garcia now manages an organization which in 2007 provided $6.6 billion to operations in its shareholder countries.

The shareholders of the Corporation are 17 Latin American governments and 16 private financial institutions, having expanded from its base in the Andes since its founding in 1966. It is a highly respected multilateral financial institution which promotes the mobilization of economic resources among its members and advocates the need for private-public sector cooperation in national development and regional integration. Between 2002 and 2006, the Corporation was responsible for nearly 50% ($11.74 billion) of the amount approved by multilateral organizations to its member countries.

The Corporation provides long-term loans to private companies for construction and asset purchases, lines of credit for working capital as well as provides long-term project financing. In recent years, the Corporation has also focused attention and resources on the issue of global warming and alternative clean energy and microfinance programs.
